Critical key worker children

School remains open for children of critical key workers (please can you email school by
Friday at the latest with your requirements for the following week). Schools are required to
still register those children booked in and anyone who does not show up will still need to be
reported to the appropriate channels. Therefore, if your child is booked in and is no longer
going to attend, you must inform school. School will be following the social distancing
guidelines as much as possible. Please do not bring children into school if they are showing
any signs of being poorly and please only send your child into school if this is the last resort
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(and both parents are key workers). We need to work together to limit the amount of
contact with each other, staff are working on a limited rota to protect ourselves and our
own families.

Free school meals

In these challenging times there will be some parents whose income varies and may well
pass the threshold for eligibility for their child to have free school meals. The Government
are currently issuing supermarket vouchers to the value of £15 per week per eligible child.
