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              Mathematics 





Count forwards and backwards to 20 confidently. Begin to count to 100. Begin to understand that teen numbers are 10 plus some more. Learn number pairs to 10.  Begin to use the vocabulary involved in adding and subtracting and match quantities to number sentences. Explore doubling and halving in practical situations. Count in 2’s from an even number. Use mathematical names to describe 3D shapes and mathematical terms to describe them. Recognize unites of time and how time is measured. Begin to create number sentences. Use appropriate words to give directions. Use language such as ‘more’ or ‘less’ to compare two numbers. Compare weight, length and height.








Physical Development


Participate safely and confidently in P.E. lessons.


Fine motor control – threading, sewing, tracing, peg patterns.


Managing buttons, zips, fasteners and laces independently.





Communication and Language.  Literacy
