P.E Policy

Rational

At Ringway Primary School we believe that the study of P.E provides an opportunity for children to explore their physical potential, together with an awareness of their limitations.  It also provides an opportunity to children to express themselves creatively through movement.  PE allows children to achieve and maintain an appropriate level of fitness.

Sport and physical recreation play a prominent role in society and provides access to confident participation in these activities.

We work closely with Bedlington Sports Partnership.

Aims 

Through teaching PE we aim to offer opportunities for children to learn to:

· develop the ability to enjoy physical activity ;

· develop team work, co0operation and sportsmanship;

· become an informed spectator through participation;

· develop confidence and self esteem;

· develop co-ordination and motor skills;

· develop stamina and understand the importance of cardio vascular fitness;

· develop an understanding and awareness of why rules are important;

· recognise the need for safety;

· explore the need for rules and their effect through the children’s invented games;

· learn and develop the correct techniques for particular activities/ equipment;

· express ideas, feelings etc through movement;

· respond in movement to a variety of stimuli;

· gain and develop control in terms of physical activity;

· develop in appreciation their own and others performance;

· develop an appreciation of the elements of tradition and culture;

· develop the use of ICT in the context of physical fitness

Teaching and Learning

We use a variety of teaching and learning styles in our lessons.  We believe in whole class teaching methods and we combine this with enquiry-based research activities.

We recognise the fact that there are children of widely different geographical abilities in all classes and we provide suitable learning opportunities for all children by matching the challenge of the task it to ability of the child.

All children participate in an indoor and outdoor-varied curriculum.

We offer adventurous residential activities to years 3,4 5& 6 pupils

Developing the pupils confidence in water and how to remain safe around water it taught when our KS2 pupils visit the local swimming baths.

Personal, Social and health education and citizenship

P.E contributes significantly to the teaching of personal, social and health education and citizenship.  The nature of the subject means that children have the opportunity to take part in a variety of activities to meet their individual needs.  The teaching of P.E in our school promotes the concept of positive citizenship.

We encourage children to reflect on the teamwork and good sportsmanship.  The skills and strategies they will learn will encourage individuals to become positive citizens. 

Assessment

Teacher assessment is made at the end of each unit in accordance with the National Curriculum expectations.  This takes place informally as we observe the children working during the lessons and is recorded at the end of each topic.
