Rational

At Ringway Primary School we believe that music is a creative medium through which people can communicate experience, explore ideas, and express emotions.

Music is an integral part of human experience and the environment.

Music provides feelings of identity and an insight into various cultures and times.

Aims 

Through teaching Music using the Charanga music scheme  we aim to offer opportunities for children to learn:

· develop the ability to sing in tune;

· enjoy the experience of making music;

· develop the confidence to perform;

· develop an appreciative ear(including listening to live performances)

· recognises the sounds of different instruments;

· develop the specialist language associated with music and use it appropriately;

· develop their own system of recording music (signs and symbols)

· understand the basics of conventional notation;

· recognise and appreciate the work of known composers ( past and present);
· develop the ability to use pitched and unpitched instruments;

· develop the ability to keep a steady beat;

· develop the ability to recognise/ copy / create and maintain rhythm;

· develop the ability to hear rhythm/ melody in their heads (internalise);

· develop the ability to interpret music through different media (art, language, movement);

· recognise how different sounds are produced ( striking, blowing, shaking etc);

· understand that music reflects, and is a part of, culture which generated it (country, region, social groups era)

· develop and apply the use of ICT in the context of science
